Guelph Pride started as a volunteer-run picnic over 15

years ago, and has continued through the hard work,

long hours, and dedication of our planning committee,

volunteers, and community partners.

And again, your donations came through for the

community as we celebrated our 15th Anniversary

of Guelph Pride and extended our festival into two

weeks - providing 20 different events over the

course of 17 days. We saw some new partnerships -

like our Civic Museum Queer Exhibit featuring "the

Lifers", our usual events that you've come to love like

the Pride Kick Off Drag Show, Queer Trivia, our

infamous Queer Art Show, Pride Lit, and of course the

ever-popular pub crawl! This year we also teamed up

with Wellington Brewery to create out own

"Sunshine" beer - proceeds of which went to

supporting Out on the Shelf - and the beer was sold

out everywhere before the festival was half over!  We

were also able to provide more seniors and youth

programming, as well as a clothing swap and

fashion show for local transgender folks to connect. 

 

Your donations allowed us to rent more accessible

venues, pay local LGBTQ+ talent, and provide a 

People of Colour Play with Clay event, Queer

Skate, Mental Health Workshop, and our Operation

Soap Tribute.  

 

Specifically, your donations helped us offer free

skate rentals for the queer skating night, offset

costs for the queer and trans people of colour's play

with clay event, it helped us provide free food and

drinks at our community fairs, workshops, and open

house. It also helped us get the word out - since

some of our feedback said that people don't always

hear about Guelph Pride in time, we ramped up our

promotions and saw people coming to our events

from more than an hour away! Rural communities

often don't have pride festivals or places to connect

to LGBTQ+ communities - so your donations help us

to support not only the LGBTQ+ communities of

Guelph, but all of the surrounding areas as well -

including the folks who need us most.

Out on the Shelf, Guelph Pride, and Winter Pride (collectively "Guelph Pride" in this document) have final discretion and decision making power on all events,

publications, donor, and sponsorship arrangements for official Guelph Pride materials. Guelph Pride will prioritize cultural integrity and the values of our

community over revenue. All potential sponsors will be considered on their current and historic relationship with the LGBT2QI+ communities and other

marginalized groups, as well as Guelph Pride's ability to best serve/represent them as a sponsor. Guelph Pride generally engages with only one sponsor in a

specific business category (i.e. travel, banks, etc) in order to provide the best experience for the sponsor. Pride Co-Chairs have final discretion over any presenting

or named award sponsor appointments. Core Sponsorship is open to direct financial support and/or in-kind ("value for service") consideration and includes the

services indicated in the sponsor menu. Presenting Sponsorship is open to direct financial support only, and includes both textual (such as "Guelph Pride

Community Fair & Flag Raising, presented by Sponsor") and graphical (sponsor logo integrated with official event logo) treatments amenable to by both parties.

Sponsors are encouraged to assign one liaison to the Guelph Pride events committee to represent their interests, however no sponsor shall wield creative control

or veto on any event. Presenting sponsorship must be paired with an eligible core sponsorship.  

All sponsorship costs are listed per festival.
